Reports for 2007/2008

Electoral Roll

At the beginning of the period under review there were 46 names entered on the Roll. During the year a further
three names have been added and two removed. At the end of the review period there are currently 47 names
on the Electoral Roll.

Treasurer’s Report for the year ending 31°' December 2007

Financially 2007 has been a fairly consistent year for the Hazelwood PCC accounts. There have been no major
items of expense this year apart from the Parish Share (£15,109) and the upkeep of the church (£3,992), which
includes the insurance (£1,609) and electricity.

There has been a total income of
and a total expense of £24,218

giving a Gain of £6,201 (plus investment income of £1,060)
A total Gain of - £7,261

£30,419

The assets held in the current account and deposit account has therefore increased from £27,848 in December
2006 to £34,379 Dec 2007. (This excludes £730 unpaid cheques from 2006.)

It has been possible to transfer £5,500 to the deposit account during the year and the current account stands at
£2,902 on 31° Dec 2007. (This includes the amount of £584 due for unpaid cheques i.e. £2,319 net)

The liabilities for the year 2008 amount to £18,193 being the parish quota of - £16,000 (£1,333 per month) and
Ecclesiastical Insurance - £1,609 approx. and unpaid cheques £584.

Income from Gift Aid Tax recovered, Gift Aid donations, magazines, floodlighting and fund raising events have all
been maintained to a high level. Income tax recovered from Gift Aid amounted to £2,339. (From Regular Giving
Apr — Dec 2006 was £869, from the Photocopier donations was £508 and from one-off / envelopes was £962).
There was one bequest received for a total of £1,000 this year.

The income from Parish Fees has increased this year. The PCC has benefited this year from a total sum of
£3,216 in fees and £3,584 in donations related to these services. Allowing for PCC expenses of £1,627 this
amounts tod fd ,nefSe7§.aMost of thé donations received were again from the funeral services.

The total amount that was donated or passed to charities through the PCC accounts during the year amounted
to £1,473. It should be noted that charitable funds were raised at the Mamelodi Weekend (Fishpond Choir and
the YPG Tea Party) amounted to £2,100. This is not shown in the Church accounts as the charitable giving was
handled by the Mamelodi Trust but the generosity of church members was greatly appreciated.

The excellent result for 2007 is thanks again to all the efforts of everyone who contribute in all that they do for
the Church.

PCC Report

The PCC (20 church members including the Vicar) met eight times during the year with generally good
attendances.

During the year Jean Slater was admitted to the Derbyshire Royal Infirmary and was unable attend meetings of
the PCC. In September, Daphne Parsons moved away from the village. The contribution over the years of both
these long-standing PCC members was significant.

The PCC has been active throughout the year on behalf of the church. Some hold office or have specific
responsibilities within the church, others help organise events and activities, while others represent the church at
other meetings and report back. The church is indebted to all those who give so much of their time to the church
over and above their attendance at PCC meetings.

During the year the PCC dealt with a range of routine matters and also with:
1 Financial matters and a review of gifts to charities by Hazelwood Church.

1 Proposals for the West End Project which involved wide consultation in the church and community,
dialogue with the architect and the Diocesan Advisory Committee, the successful application for a
Faculty and the award of the contract to Milward Construction Ltd. Work started on Phase One in
February.

1 General matters relating to the church building and the churchyard, including inspection of the church
bells, the clearing of the damp proof course and other maintenance work.

Matters relating to the Sunday .School and the Young
Matters relating to the work of the Belper MMA.
Consideration of the possible distribution of the Parish Magazine to every home in the Parish.

Consideration of the implications of the Chancel Repairs Act 1932.
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Planning for special services and events including the Church Fete.

Members of the PCC are always anxious to reflect the wider views within the church and everyone is
encouraged to make their views know to PCC members.

Churchwardens’ Report
Church

The reordering of the West End is now progressing. The pews and heating pipes have been removed, the stone
piers rebuilt to lower the floor and new tongue and groove flooring fitted. Some electrical work has also been
carried out. The next phase will commence on 14" April to install the servery sink and cupboard units, hardwood
screens etc. Suitable carpeting and stackable chairs will be installed subject to DAC approval.

The DAC certificate for the project was issued in August 2007 and the faculty was granted in December. The
churchwardens are appreciative of the assistance given by Steve Bacon in the preparation of the formal
submission to the DAC and the faculty petition. The work is being carried out by Milward Construction and
overseen by the architects Bakewell & Partners.

It is noted that it is proposed to ultimately recover about £12,500, or half of the cost of the project, by fundraising
and donations. This will be a challenge we will all need to address. We look forward to making this area an
exciting and worthwhile addition to our church activities.

During the year the church bells were inspected and serviced by Taylors Eayre and Smith. A certain amount of
rust and wear was reported as expected after 105 years of service. The cable pulley plates and timber bearers
were in fair condition only. It was recommended that the bells be re-inspected in say five years time when a cost
of £3,000 - £4,000 may be required to replace the bell bearings and refurbish generally.

The clock was also serviced.

Churchyard

After some initial work a pressure hose was used to clear the drains around the church and some additional
chicken wire strainers fitted. The gullies around the damp course were also cleared. Our thanks are due to
John Chadwick, Colin Kitchener and John Morley for this and other work in the churchyard.

People
The death of Joan Tiplady in September was a sad occasion for the church.

The churchwardens would like to record their thanks to Daphne Parsons who has left the district, also to Jean
Slater who has had to relinquish her duties as assistant churchwarden due to iliness.

We were pleased to welcome John Bather, the Lord Lieutenant of Derbyshire, who opened the church fete in
July.

Another highlight of the year was the Mamelodi weekend with a concert by the Fishpond Choir, a family
communion service and a Tea Party organisedby t he Young Prethepilagehal. Gr oup i

Report from the Vicar, Revd Robert Harris

Shottle

In 2007, with the assistance of Dr Wendy Dackson, the Diocese of Derby undertook a research project, exploring
changes in parish life experienced in the last two decades. The project should help the Bishop of Derby in at
least two ways: Firstly, it should reveal the significant challenges and new opportunities experienced in
parishes. Secondly, it could identify areas of both satisfaction and frustration in the working lives of the clergy.

Last June, | invited Dr Wendy to visit Shottle Church and its community so that their story could be included in
the research. | wanted her to hear their story of challenge, change and success. | am very grateful to the
members of FOSC who co-operated. In her summary, Dr Wendy concluded:

Shottle Church is an interesting study for a number of reasons. Nobody speaks of their own
spirituality, or a direct relationship with God, but people see the church building itself as a symbol of
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that people have felt a strong presence of the divine in this small church.

The church itself has become a focal point of the community. Even though worship only occurs a
few times a yeatr, it is well-attended, and the FOSC group are highly committed both to keeping the
building in good repair and being an agent of good in the local area. People see the church as a
significant contributor to their social well-being*, and keenly feel the need for a focal point and
gathering place.

"Even if that is not the way it would be phrased.

For me, one of the pleasures of working with FOSC, is the way in which they have worked together to restore a
deteriorating church with, in the background, adversaries like Foot and Mouth disease, an undervalued farming
community, and appalling weather.

Another of the pleasures has been the lack of frustration regarding Faculties. For example, FOSC thought it
necessary to install a sink, water supply, and a small fridge in the vestry. The group asked me for permission to
obtain and install these amenities. It was |l ovely to
committees and architects, or going through a process which more complicated than seeking a local authority

planning application. Like the rest of the project, they just got on with it.

Everyone who
came enjoyed the afternoon and the girls decided to organise another event in May to raise money for the West
End Project in Church. Activities towards this event have included marmalade making and producing beautiful
hand-crafted cards to sell.

A highlight of the year was the Christingle Service which was well supported.
